Dear Friends, 
Greetings from Sakya Hostels Children!!!!

We are writing to you regarding the issues of Children in Sakya Hostels at Manali New Town, Chennai, Tamil Nadu,
Visuddhaloka Welfare Association, the organization running the Sakya Hostels (boys & girls) in Manali New Town, Chennai, for last five years from the year of 2005. We are providing good environment for the educational development and advancement of the children, so that they live and contribute in the modern world with self confidence. We are trying to give our best with your support. At present 21 boys and 28 girls is seeking education through this organization.  The children are admitted in the nearby Government school from the hostels and some of our children after graduating from school have joined engineering colleges and technical institutes.

Wardens are staying with children all the time. They involve with students in all activities like, eating, prayer, playing etc. Students are very happy and enjoying staying together. The children got a computer, Television with DVD player, tailoring machine for stretching their damaged dresses. The children are celebrating their inmate birthdays. The children are involving some social activities i.e. environment protection in the surrounding areas through cleaning the areas in the weekends. The children got the phone calls from their parents, relatives, and friends. Many parents visit at least once in two months.

All the 49 children, who are deriving basic benefits, due to any child, through these hostels, are from the tsunami hit coastal districts of Tamil Nadu, Most of the beneficiary children are orphan, children of single parents, family with conflicts, alcoholism, land less laborers and Children from the poorest of the poor families. Children are having parents who are agricultural laborers and working as a collie not having a regular income. There are some children from other communities with very deprived family background. Due to the expected resource crunch we formulated selection criteria so as to be able to protect the most vulnerable amongst the vulnerable. 
The children housed in the Sakya hostels had no problem in the beginning, since, as often seen in disaster situation of TSUNAMI, many organizations came forward to provide humanitarian relief. But most of this relief was short term and devoid of any long term rehabilitation supports. Subsequently, most of these organizations withdrew their support. Karuna trust, UK was our main supporter for last 4 years (2005-2009), but that has now stopped. Their policy is to help start ventures such as the Sakya Hostels and to support us for a few years, but they then expect them to find other, local, means of sustaining themselves. Today we face a most critical situation.  
Sakya Hostels Children not only need your kind contribution as a help, but also need an encouragement, an encouragement so that they can follow the path of struggle.
